Camper Rules
1. HAND UP! MOUTH CLOSED! - When a staff member/adult raises his/her hand, please stop talking, raise your hand and start listening. 

2. RULES FOR WALKING - 
a. Everywhere you go, take a Buddy with you!

b. At night, take a light!

c. Please stay with the group and on the trails (this will keep you away from critters). If you do get lost, stay where you are and wait for help.

d. Closed Toed Shoes are required at all times, with the exception of in the shower or at the waterfront.

3. NO SHIRT! NO SHOES! NO FUN! - Campers are to be dressed appropriately.  This means swimwear at the waterfront, shorts or pants and a shirt at all other times.

4. HATS RULE! - Hats are great, but there are times not to wear them – Please remove hats in the dining hall and during flag ceremonies.  Boys should also remove their hats for worship.  

5. KEEP THE HEALTH OFFICER HAPPY!! – 
a. All medications must be turned into the Health Office.  Medications are not to be kept in the cabin.

b. Water is your friend - Stay hydrated!!!  Drinking water will help to keep you from feeling sick or tired.

6. THOU SHALL NOT THROW - Please don’t throw rocks or other items. This can lead to damage or injury.

7. DON’T MESS WITH ALL SAINTS! - Don’t litter. We want camp to look as God intended it to look.  If you see litter, please pick it up and throw it away.

8. NO PIG PENS PLEASE! – Keep your space clean. Each morning you are expected to tidy up your personal space and contribute to cabin clean up.  This includes sweeping the floor, making your bed, and wiping down counters and mirrors in the bathroom.

9. NO PURPLING! - Boys are not permitted in girls’ cabin spaces, and girls are not permitted in boys’ cabin spaces for any reason.  It is also important for boys and girls to respect each others’ personal boundaries.

10. R.E.S.P.E.C.T. - 
a. RESPECT other people’s belongings.  Stay out of others’ belongings – staff or other campers. 

b. Respect counselors at all times.  We want you to have a good week, but when we ask you to do something, there is usually a good reason and we need you to listen to our directions

c. Be on time! The rest of your cabin group would like to enjoy their stay at camp.  Please help them get the most out of their experience by making sure that you don’t make them late to activities.

11. SLEEP IS GOOD!!!  - Lights out is at 10:30pm. After this time, you should be QUIET and in your bed.  Please be respectful to those who are trying to sleep.

12. DUH! YOU SHOULDN’T HAVE THESE …. -  No cell phones, drugs, alcohol, tobacco, weapons, or fireworks of any kind! – If you have these, give them to your counselor to hold onto.
